PowerPoint Dream Vacation Rules:  21 days, Budget: $30,000
1. Working on your own, decide on a destination for your dream vacation. Find out how many miles you will be traveling, and figure out the best route to take. (Do you want the quickest most direct route, or do you want the most scenic route?)

2. Research the hotels in the area you are traveling to, and decide which one is right for you.  You might want to consider things like proximity to your destination, amenities such as pool, free continental breakfast, shuttle service to area attractions, and cost per night. Don’t forget to include hotels for the nights you are traveling to and from your destination.

3. Research the attractions you are going to visit.  What sights do you want to see, how much will each cost, and how many days will you be there?
4. Research the restaurants in the area.  Where do you plan on eating, and how much will it cost? Remember you have 3 meals per day for 7 days, for 1 person.

5. Allow some room & money for souvenirs (Limited to $1000).

6. Keep track of your money. You MUST spend all of your $30,000. When you spend your money make sure you are spending the majority of it on the vacation and NOT on shopping. Have fun, think outside the box, and make this dream vacation one you’ll never forget!
Final Projects

Make a Power Point presentation that includes: a map of your route, pictures, graphs and highlights of the places you visited, and an itemized list of your budget.  You must include a page that cites the sources you used to find your information. In the presentation you will need to demonstrate what you have learned in Power Point the last several weeks. At a minimum you should have transitions, hyper links, images, animations, insert a chart, graphics, audio files, different backgrounds, different layouts…Remember, your presentation will be evaluated based on content of information AND demonstration of your knowledge / skill in Power Point. Your presentation should be at least 10 slides. Be sure to look at the rubric!
