Your Personal Yearbook!

All chapters should begin with a well-written introduction of the stage of your life. Make sure to include related pictures! Make sure you also include a table of contents, and the title of the chapter is clearly written on the page. Each chapter should fit on a double page spread (minimum). You can have more pages/spreads per chapter, but you can’t have less!

Chapter 1: Birth and Infancy

Write an autobiographical description of what went on in your early years. In paragraph form, include the following: birthday, place of birth, number of siblings you had (if any) when you were born, and interesting or humorous stories about you as a baby. Be sure to include a selection of baby pictures (scan at home and save to flash drive or email to self if possible). MAKE SURE TO CAPTION ALL PHOTOS. And remember, be creative!

Chapter 2: The Early Years

Write an autobiographical description of your “early years” in paragraph form introducing this chapter of your life. Mention what you were famous for liking/doing when you were a toddler up until your preschool years. Do you have any projects/crafts that you made back then? If so, include pictures of those AS WELL as pictures of your adorable self. Remember to caption all photos.

Chapter 3: Elementary School

Where did you go to elementary school? Who were your friends? Who were your teachers? Were you involved in any programs that might be of interest: sports, clubs, etc. What were your favorite things to do? Support all of this information with related pictures and captions.

Chapter 4: Middle School

Write about your middle school experience. Have you attended other middle schools besides Buchanan? Include all of the teachers and classes you had during this time. Talk about the teachers and classes you liked the best (stay away from the negative comments!) Favorite parts of middle school? Favorite projects? Make sure to add pictures and awesome captions!

Chapter 5: High School

Write about your high school experience. Have you attended other high schools besides Buchanan? Include all of the teachers and classes you had during this time. Talk about the teachers and classes you liked the best (stay away from the negative comments!) Favorite parts of high school? Favorite projects? Make sure to add pictures and awesome captions!

Chapter 6: YEARBOOK!

Yes, yearbook DOES get its own chapter! Describe the experiences you had and the education you received during your time in yearbook. Include why you chose yearbook as your elective. Write about your responsibilities and what your favorite parts of the class were!

Chapter 7: Friends

All right. Now for the friends…. include those friends that were there in preschool, elementary school, and middle school. For those top five or so, include descriptions about why they are your friends and why they are so special. Include some stories about those funny times you had with them. Be sure to also add some fun and crazy pictures of you and your best buds! (And some captions!)

Chapter 8: Family

In this chapter, tell all about your family. Include how many siblings you have, family trips you may have taken, and fun things you like to do together. Perhaps you want to take a moment to introduce your crazy uncle or your annoying cousin…this is the place to do that! Add pictures and captions!

Chapter 9: Extracurricular Activities

Include all activities that you participate in outside of school in this chapter. Add why you chose them, and why it is interesting or fun for you. Include fun pictures of you and some amazing captions.

Chapter 10: Interests

Last chapter! In this chapter, include ALL of your favorites. Shows, movies, restaurants, books, and stores should be included. You can add some other information too. Do you like babysitting? Cooking? School? Music? Film? Be sure to add supporting pictures and captions for this chapter.

Chapter 11: Plans for the Future

This is a pretty broad topic, and it can be all encompassing. What are your plans for your future? Where do you plan on attending high school? College? Are you someone who already has a firm idea of what you want to study after high school? If so, what is it? Who or what inspired this choice? This is often very telling of who you are as a person, so include important information such as this in this chapter. Do your plans for your own future match up with those of your parents or guardians? Explain.
